Musical Worship: Exalting God by singing God’s Word along with music and 

dance, which expresses a grateful heart inspired by the Holy Spirit.

Satan and demons are fallen angelic beings who fell from their positions in 

heaven due to rebellion against God’s authority.  They now stand 

completely adversarial to God and His purposes.

⮚ Oppress - misery
