3. ______________ of Faith – A character trait of the Holy 
Spirit that is nurtured within a Christ follower under adverse 
circumstances, so they can develop complete confidence, 
assurance, and reliance upon God and His Word.  
  
Galatians 5:22. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy peace, 
longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, 23. Meekness, 
temperance: against such there is no law. (NJV)
