Review: Walking in the Spirit – Part I 
 
Galatians 5:25. Since we are living by the Spirit, let us follow the Spirit’s 
leading in every part of our lives. (NLT) 
 

a) Created in the image of God 
b) Fallen nature of human beings    
c) Spiritual rebirth in Christ  

 
a)  Created in the image of God: Genesis 1:26a. Then God said, “Let us 
make human beings in our image, to be like us. (NLT)  
Reference: Genesis 1:27 
 

 “The human race is made in the image of God to be like God.” 
 
The Image of God: 1. Worship (you belong to God) 2. Attributes (you are 
like God and 3. Value (you matter to God).  References: Matthew 22:17-21 
Romans 11:36, Exodus 20:4, Genesis 9:6, James 3:7-9, Genesis 2:7 
 
“Walking in the Spirit is seeing your identity according to the image of God 
(worship, attribute, and value), so your humanity (ethnicity or gender) will 
reflect God’s image in everything you do.” 
 
b)  Fallen nature of human beings.  References: Romans 3:23, Genesis 
2:25, 3:10, 11:7-9, Acts 17:26, II Corinthians 5:19, I Peter 2:9-10 
 
c)   Spiritual rebirth in Christ:  
 
St. John 3:6. Humans can reproduce only human life, but the Holy Spirit 
gives birth to spiritual life. (NLT) References: Romans 8:29, Ephesians 
4:23-24, Colossians 3:10 
 
Message:  Walking in the Spirit gives Insight    
 
St. John 16:13. When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all 
truth.  He will not speak on his own but will tell you what he has heard.  He 
will tell you about the future. (NLT) 

➢ Know the truth – have insight (discern a lie) 
➢ Know the future – have foresight (anticipation) 

 
Insight – the ability to intuitively see beyond your physical senses to 
comprehend spiritual truth. The ability to discern. 



References: Hebrews 5:14, 1 Corinthians 2:13, Ephesians 1:17,  
2 King 6:15-17 
 
Signs of the Times:  I Chronicles 12:32. From the tribe of Issachar, there 
were 200 leaders of the tribe with their relatives.  All these men understood 
the signs of the times and knew the best course for Israel to take. (NLT)  
References:  Ephesians 6:11, Zechariah 4:6,   
 
The Call of God:  Amos 3:7. Indeed, the Sovereign Lord never does anything 
until he reveals his plans to his servants the prophets. (NLT)  
References: Jeremiah 1:7-10, Matthew 4:4, Psalms 107:20

(traditionally, progressively, or spiritually)? 

➢ racist culture – black and white thinkers 
➢ identity culture - you with me or against me 
➢ cancel culture – erase the past

➢ Left minded thinkers – Republican 
➢ Right minded thinkers – Democrat 
➢ Spiritual minded thinkers – Kingdom – Matthew 6:10
