The assembly is referred to as the
Body of Christ; collectively each member connects with one another by doing
their part to help the other members grow, so that the whole body is healthy and
maturing and full of love for one another. 1 Corinthians 12:27

How do you recognize God’s Assembly? a) Orthodoxy — correct doctrine (right
thinking); b) Orthopraxy — correct behavior (right living); and c) Orthopathy —
correct emotions (right feelings).

The Core Mindset of Worship — We give God thanks! Psalms 50:23

a) Give God thanks — You acknowledge what God has done and who He is.
God is good, unfailing love, and faithful.

b) Be thankful — This is the attitude you live by, so you can keep yourself
mindful that God is good, He is love, and He is faithful, so you can shift
your mind above your conditions.

¢) Give your life as a thanksgiving offering — You actively demonstrate
giving God thanks by the way you live and your willingness to offer your
life to serve Christ.
