Growth Group Discussion Questions  
Message: Walking in Daily Recovery with Christ – Stage 2 – Christlike 
Teacher: Pastor Keith (PK) (5-3-26)

Text: 2 Corinthians 5.17.  Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold all thing have become new. 
Helpful Hints for Discussion   1. Watch the Message Again 
Before your group meets, take time to rewatch the message on our Now Word Covenant Church YouTube page. You’ll often notice things the Holy Spirit highlights the second time that you may have missed before. 
Use Scripture to Support Your Answers 
During discussion, always back up your thoughts with the Word of God. If every person gives a different answer, that’s a sign opinions may be leading instead of Scripture. 
Speak from the Word, Not Opinion 
Avoid starting answers with, “I think…” and instead ask, “What does God’s Word say about this?” Remember — God’s Word is the final authority and the answer to every question. 
It’s Okay Not to Know 
If no one knows the answer, simply say, “I don’t know.” 
Use that as an opportunity to study and return

3. When the Holy Spirit convicts you, how do you typically respond—defensiveness, delay, or immediate surrender? What does that reveal about your heart?



4. In 2 Corinthians 10:4–5, what does it mean to “take every thought captive”? How can you apply this daily? 


5. How does meditating on God’s Word (Joshua 1:8, Psalms 1:1–2) help transform your thinking?


6. What specific thought patterns or influences need to be renewed so your mind aligns with God’s truth?

7. What habits can you build to consistently reinforce your new identity (speaking the Word, journaling, accountability, etc.)?

8. How can this group help you stay accountable in your transformation process?
