Helpful Hints for Discussion   1. Watch the Message Again 
Before your group meets, take time to rewatch the message on our Now Word Covenant Church YouTube page. You’ll often notice things the Holy Spirit highlights the second time that you may have missed before. 
Use Scripture to Support Your Answers 
During discussion, always back up your thoughts with the Word of God. If every person gives a different answer, that’s a sign opinions may be leading instead of Scripture. 
Speak from the Word, Not Opinion 
Avoid starting answers with, “I think…” and instead ask, “What does God’s Word say about this?” Remember — God’s Word is the final authority and the answer to every question. 
It’s Okay Not to Know 
If no one knows the answer, simply say, “I don’t know.” 
Use that as an opportunity to study and return

Discussion Question 

1. When you hear the phrase "born again," what comes to mind?
· How has your understanding of being born again changed over the years? 
· Why do you think this concept is often misunderstood both inside and outside the church?


2.The message described two views of church: a social construct and a spiritual construct. What are some practical differences between the two? How can a church drift toward becoming culture-driven rather than Spirit-led? Scripture: John 14:17-18

3.The sermon stated that "you cannot reform yourself into a Christian through better behavior." Why is this truth so important to understand?  How does the gospel differ from self-improvement?

4. Nicodemus struggled to understand spiritual rebirth because he viewed it through a natural lens. What are some spiritual truths that can only be understood through the Holy Spirit? Scriptures: John 3:3-4; 1 Corinthians 2:14

5. How has the Holy Spirit helped you understand God's truth?

6. Jesus said, "You must be born again." Why do you think He spoke so absolutely about spiritual rebirth? How can someone know they have truly experienced spiritual rebirth? Scripture: John 3:5

7. The sermon stated, "Human effort can improve behavior, but it cannot create spiritual life." What examples do you see of this truth in everyday life? Scripture: John 3:6

8. What is the difference between behavior modification and heart transformation?

9. The message taught that we cannot control the Holy Spirit, but we can respond to Him. What are practical ways we can become more responsive to His leading?  Scriptures: Romans 8:14; Galatians 5:25

10. How does seeing God as Father change the way we pray, worship, and live? Do you relate to God more through relationship or religious duty?  Why? Scripture: Galatians 4:6

11. The message taught that the Holy Spirit continually testifies about Jesus. What is God doing in your life right now that you can share with others?  Scripture: John 15:26

12. How can this group encourage one another to be more intentional witnesses?
